We are thrilled to be able to offer camp again this summer.  Please know that currently we are planning our oper-
ations around the 2020 Outdoor Camp COVID-19 mitigation strategies.  If and or when update to these state 
and local guidelines are out we will adjust our operations accordingly.  If and or when changes occur you will be 
notified.   

The YMCA is here to once again provide the best summer ever to all our campers.  To do that we need to work 
together.  Each day before your camper leaves the car one of our health screeners will do a daily health screening 
of your camper.  This includes parents (and campers) answering a few health questions regarding having COVID-
19 symptoms, about taking fever reducing medication, about household members having COVID-19 symptoms, 
close contact with anyone diagnosed with COVID-19 in the last 14 days and a temperature check that must read 
under 100.4. If any of the questions are answered with a "yes" or the temperature reading in over 100.4 your 
camper will not be permitted to enter camp.  

Please know that our goal is to protect all our campers, staff and families.  If we suspect or become aware of a 
case of COVID-19  we are required to then send all campers and staff that have come in contact with the camper 
home.  Then they must quarantine at home for 14 days (recommended by the County Health Department).  Addi-
tionally, we will need to report the incident to local and state officials.  

Our mitigating measures include the significant reduction of camp enrollments.  Camp groups will interact only 
within their cohort.  They will not intermingle with other groups.  This will mitigate spread if we were to have a 
case surface. 

 This is where the parental partnership comes into play.  You know your child better than anyone.  If you suspect 
your child is not feeling well, don't bring them to camp.  You need to help us to protect everyone.  I don't want to 
put you or the camp in a position where quarantining for 14 days is necessary.  That is not the summer anyone is 
hoping for.   We can do this if we work together.  I promise, if you call me and tell me your camper is not feeling 
100% and you believe it is in the best interest of all, to protect campers, staff and families, I will provide a RE-
FUND.  This summer is about safety for all and having a positive and happy camp experience.

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SWIMMING 

On the first day of each session all camper are tested 
for their ability to swim.  For free swim they will be 
identified with a break away necklace that is either 
RED, YELLOW or GREEN.   

Red indicated that they must wear a flotation device 
and must stay in the shallow end.  

Yellow indicates that are able to swim without a 
flotation device, but must stay in the shallow end of 
the pools.  

Green indicates they are a strong swimmer and can 
swim in both the shallow and deep end of the pool 
without use of a flotation device.   

Staff will maintain the record of each campers 
swimming level and handout their neckbands at each 
swim period.   

In addition to free swim periods, campers ages 4 to 9 
will also receive a swim lesson.  Testing for these 
campers will include a critique of their ability beyond 
the general swim test for proper placement in swim 
lessons.

NO CELL PHONES—All camps can be contacted via 
the camp phone and we can get your campers if 
you need to talk.  

NO KNIVES—or other implements that could be 
consider a weapon 

NO STRING BIKINIS—fooling around in the pool 
tends to loosen these suits.  Not a good suit for 
camp.  

Any lost or stolen belongings are not the 
responsibility of the YMCA or camp staff.   

 

**We suggest that children wear their swimsuits 
under their clothing.  This helps to avoid 
awkwardness for children changing.  We usually 
allow children to wear their suits all day since they 
usually dry within minutes after they get out of the 
pool.  If it is a cooler day when the children swim, 
they will have time to change into dry clothes.

BEHAVIOR 

Discipline is a learning process that helps guide children in 
achieving behavior that is positive and acceptable. At Y 
camp, children are encouraged to exhibit acceptable behav-
iors that include:  

¶ Being courteous and kind  

¶ Following rules and being respectful to adults in the 
program as well as other participants  

 
Hunterdon County YMCA Discipline Policy 

“No child shall be deprived of food, isolated or subject 
to corporal punishment or abusive physical exercise.  
All programs shall utilize positive reinforcement as a 
tool to avoid unwanted behavior.  Rules are be devel-
oped and periodically reviewed with youngsters at 
each site.  When a youngster exhibits inappropriate 
behavior, he/she shall be warned and given an expla-
nation of why such behavior is unacceptable.  Should 
the child persist in the inappropriate behavior, staff 
may place the camper in Time Out using the guideline 
of one minute per year of age to determine length.  At 
this time another explanation of why the behavior is 
inappropriate should be given to the child.” 

If the behavior persists, parents are to be made aware 
of the problem.  Parents will also be notified of a seri-
ous infraction that compromises his/her or another’s 
safety or the authority of the staff.  The third time a 
parent needs to be notified, the camper will be sus-
pended from camp.  When child returns, should there 
be further incidents; child will be dismissed from the 
camp program.  These discipline procedures can be 
initiated at any step in the process. There are no cred-
its or refunds for days missed. 

If a child is removed from a YMCA program for disci-
plinary reasons, the period of time that they will be 
excluded from programs will be determined by the 
YMCA Director.  At the end of the designated period of 
time, the Director will meet with parent and child to 
assess current ability to rejoin program.   If a child is 
removed from a program in the Hunterdon County 
YMCA, they are prohibited from participating in any 
YMCA programs during the prescribed period of time. 

ONLINE SNACK BAR CARDS  

At both Camp Carr and Sports Camp we have a snack 
bar.   Snacks offered include items such as ice cream, 
crackers, chips, pretzels, juice, and water.   The cost of 
items ranges from $.25 to $1.25.  This year we are 
offering an online snack bar.   

You will be able to create an account for your camper 
and track their spending.   The online snack bar car is 
accessible to both Camp Carr and Sports camp.  You 
only need one online account per child.   

If your child attends Camp Carr PM care they will have 
the opportunity to go to the snack bar daily.  If they 
are only in general 9am—4pm camp they will likely visit 
the snack bar twice per week.  With that said, for PM 
care campers a $15—$20 card weekly is recommended.  
If they are only 9am—4pm campers a $5.00 card is 
recommended.  You are able to set limits on your 
campers spending.  

If your child attends Sports Camp they will be able to 
visit the snack bar daily in 9am—4pm camp and also 
daily in after care.  (after care campers will be able to 
visit the snack bar twice a day) If you child is a 9am—
4pm camper only it is recommended they have $10—
$15 snack bar card per week.  If they are also in PM 
care it is recommended they have a $20—$30 per week 
(total—not two different cards)

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HEALTH AND EMERGENCY FORMS  

In order to participate in the camp program, each child en-

rolled must have completed forms for emergency contacts 

and medical information such as allergies or medications 

that may need to be administered. The health records and 

emergency contacts are important to our staffs’ ability to 

appropriately care for your child. To streamline the process 

of collecting this information, we use a online health record 

collection system. You will receive an email that will include 

directions for completion of the required information. Be-

fore each camp session you will be notified if any important 

information is missing.  

KEEPING CAMPERS SAFE 

In an effort to continually improve the safety and security 

of our campers, we are utilizing a software system called 

RAPTOR. YMCA’s across the nation have engaged the ser-

vices of Raptor Technologies which screens for registered 

sex offenders. Our YMCA joined thousands of Y’s across the 

nation and have committed to a process whereby all individ-

uals coming to our Y will be screened through this system. 

Additionally prior to camp starting you will be given pick-up 

cards. These cards are specific to your child and must be 

shown daily to pick-up your camper.  You may request more 

cards if you will be authorizing others to pick-up your 

camper.  New authorizations must be submitted via email to 

your camp.  Anyone who does not have one of these cards 

at pick-up must present a driver’s license and the camp 

staff will match the identification to the information that 

you completed on your health and emergency forms prior to 

releasing the child. Please be sure that a valid email address 

is part of your child’s membership record so that you re-

ceive important emails and updates about the camp pro-

gram – you can call the Welcome Center at 908 782-1030 

to update your records

ILLNESS AND INJURY POLICY  

¶ For the health and safety of all the children, we ask that 

you please keep your child home if he/she is ill.  

¶ If your child becomes ill at camp, you will be notified to 

pick him/her up.  

¶ If the child contracts a communicable illness (i.e. strep 

throat, impetigo, lice, fever over 100.4, etc.) he/she is 

not permitted to return to camp without a note from a 

physician.  

¶ Please notify us if your child has contracted any type of 

serious communicable illness (i.e. strep throat). It is im-

portant that we inform the general camp population 

that an illness has been present in case other children 

were exposed. Please see page 5 for documentation 

that speaks directly to COVID-19 and what our policies 

and procedures will be as it pertains to daily protocols 

and keeping our campers healthy and safe.  

INJURY  

¶ Parents/guardians will be notified immediately of any 

significant injury that may have occurred during the 

camp program.  

¶ If immediate medical assistance is deemed necessary 

(possibly including hospitalization) we will contact the 

appropriate medical personnel and then contact the 

parent/guardian.  

¶ For minor injuries such as scrapes or small cuts, we will 

inform you at pick up at the end of the day.  

MEDICATION POLICY  

¶ Any child who requires medication during the day must 

have the medication in the original bottle or container 

that is labeled to include: - the name of the medication 

- the dosage – amount to be taken and how often  

¶ Only prescription medicine that has been prescribed 

specifically for the child will be administered. 

¶ Completion of permission to medicate form must be 

submitted for camp to administer medication.   

¶ All medications must be brought to the Camp Health 

Director at the beginning of the camp session.  

¶ Over-the-counter medication may be dispensed but only 

according to the instructions on the label in regard to 

recommended dosages for age, weight and days unless 

a physician provides other specific instructions in writ-

ing.

¶ Smaller group sizes (limited mixing of groups when possible) 

¶ No visitors.  No camper tours.  Outside guests not permitted 

¶ In vehicle pre-camp day screenings 
Preparing for a case of illness 

¶ Isolation plan/ proper location 

¶ Parental and local official communication plan 

¶ Facility disinfection plan 
 

ADDITIONAL STRATEGIES AND PLANS 
 
Mask Wearing - The simplest way to explain masks wear is......  when campers are in their designated/ assigned group/ 
pod (the majority of the day) they will not need to wear their mask.  The group/ pod is considered their "family" and will 
act as such.  Although guidelines allow for social distancing to be relaxed in campers groups we will still be focused on 
practicing social distancing within reason to function safely. Campers will be required to wear a mask as they transition 
through camp.   
 
Staff and Campers will be pre-screened prior to entering camp.  Questions asked include 

¶ Temperature upon arrival (Exclude if 100.4°F or Higher) 

¶ Fever Reducing Medication Administered? 

¶ Symptoms (Fever, Cough, Shortness of Breath)? 

¶ (at Least 2) Headache, Fever, Muscle Pain, Chills, Repeated Shaking with Chills, new Loss of Taste or Smell 

¶ Household Members with Symptoms of Fever, Cough, Shortness of Breath? 

¶ Close Contact with Anyone Diagnosed with COVID-19 in the Past 14 Days? 

¶ Within the past 14 days, have you traveled from a high-risk area outside the U.S. as defined by the CDC OR one of 
the high risk states in the U.S. (infection rate of 10% or more) as defined by the CDC &/or State of NJ? 

 
Group Organization 
As we continue to follow 2020 COVID mitigation guideline we are structuring our groups in a manner to minimize 
exposure.   
The reasoning behind this adjustment is to control exposure.  At camp we have many siblings and they are normally 
dispersed into their selected groups.  In that scenario if one sibling was identified as a "suspected" case or a positive 
case of COVID-19 multiple groups would be sent home to quarantine for 14 days because his/ her sibling is a point of 
contact within other groups.  This summer we are arranging groups to keep siblings together.  These groups will have a 
maximum of 20 campers, supporting CIT's and staff (which exceed recommended supervision ratios).  Please note the 
only group that will not be in this group structure is our 4 to 5 year olds as they need a little extra care.  
 
If and or when we receive updated guideline from the state we will follow the new protocols provided.  We are hopeful 
that we can re-group campers in our previous structure which was by age.   
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DROP-OFF AND PICK-UP PROCEDURES 

At both Camp Carr and Sports Camp you must always 
present your pick-up card when picking up.  Photo 
identification can also be presented, but will require time 
to verify with main office.  HIGHLY recommended to have 
pick-up card. 

CAMP CARR 
Please observe speed limits for the safety of all. 

We provide a great deal of signage when coming to 
camp.  Below are the general procedures.    

AM Extended Care - 7:15 am 

Parents should park in the pool parking lot for AM 
Extended Care Drop-off.  Pre-Screener will come to 
your car as you arrive.  Please be patient as we will 
come to each car in the order they arrived.  Pre-
Screening will not begin before 7:15 AM.   

Morning Arrival - 9:00 am 

All campers should be brought to the DROP-OFF CIRCLE 
(follow Signs)  Pre-Screener will come to your car as 
you arrive.  Please be patient as we will come to each 
car in the order they arrived.  Pre-Screening will not 
begin before 8:45 AM.   

Staff will then escort campers to groups.  If you need 
to speak to one of administrative staff please email or 
call in advance.  We will set up a mutually convenient 
and safe time to meet.    

Afternoon Pick up - 4:00 pm 

Campers who are being picked up by parents at 4:00 
pm will be brought to the circle for pickup by parents.  
DO NOT PARK IN ROAD OR ALONG FENCING!  Campers 
will be ready to be placed in you car when you enter the 
loading zone.  

PM Extended Care - By 6:00 pm 

Parents should park in the pool parking lot for PM 
Extended Care.  A staff members will approach you car for 
an ID check (Pick-up Cards or Photo Identification).  We 
will then radio the counselor team to escort you child to 
your car.   

SPORTS CAMP   
Whether registered for AM Care or 9:00 am drop off, 
please pull up to the front of the playground/gym 
entrance.  Please do not pull away from this point until a 
staff member has signaled you over. We will have a staff 
person standing here indicating where to stop, and 
signaling when to pull up into our check-in area. 

When picking up, please follow the same procedure as 
above and look for a member of the Sports Camp team to 
direct you further. 

AM Care will begin checking campers in at 7:15 am  

PM Care parents/guardians must pick up prior to 
6:00pm                            

All Others- check-in will begin no earlier than 8:45am.  
Please plan to arrive for pickup by 4:00 pm. Dismissal will 
begin at approximately 3:45 

CANCELLATIONS AND REFUND POLICY  

Cancellation of a session at any time will result in the forfeiture 
of the non-refundable deposit. Refund policy:  

¶ 100% refunded (less $100 deposit per session} if 
cancellation received one month prior to the start of 
session  

¶ 50% refunded (less $100 deposit per session} if 
cancellation received three weeks prior to the start of 
session  

¶ 0% refunded if cancellation received less than three weeks 
prior to the start of session.
